Key Considerations for Currency-Neutral Guidance:

e Revenue growth supported by solid volume expansion across all regions ranging from low to mid-single
digits.

e EBITDA growth reflects continued improvement in Europe and stable performance in the Americas.

e EBITDA margin reflects a slight reduction in Mexico and US amid raw material cost pressures in the
Americas.

o CAPEX is expected to increase 43% year-over-year. This figure includes capacity expansion projects in
Mexico and the U.S. to support robust demand; approximately 50% of intended CAPEX to be used for
strategic initiatives.

e 2025G is presented on a Currency-Neutral basis. As reference, an exchange rate of $21 pesos per US
Dollar during 2025, would result in a Currency-Specific Guidance be US $9.0 billion for Revenues and
US $1.0 billion for EBITDA.
